There are over 3 million  
Black Catholics in the US,  
250 Black priests, 437 deacons, 
75 men of  African descent in 
seminary formation for the 
priesthood in the US. Do you 
see them in your church?

In 1781 Governor Don 
Felipe de Neve recruits 11 
families to settle on the 
Porciuncula River, now Los 
Angeles.  The settlers were all 
Catholic, a mix of  Africans, 
Spanish and American Indians.

On this  
Thanksgiving Day  

we give thanks for the 
gifts that the Black 

community has given to 
the Catholic Church.

In 1781, as a result of  the 
Jesuits evangelizing their 
slaves, Maryland’s Black 
Catholic population grew 
to 3,000.

In 1829 women from 
Baltimore’s Haitian refugee 
colony under the direction of  
Elizabeth Lange educated 
children in their homes, 
beginning the foundation of  
the Oblate Sisters of  
Providence.

U.S. Bishops
